Tony’s story with FOCUS began in 2013, shortly after he was released
from prison.

“Coming out of prison,” Tony shared, “I was constantly looking to serve
my own needs, and when | first walked into FOCUS, | was looking to see
what | could get out of it.”

However, after visiting FOCUS regularly for meals, Tony began
to feel that he was a part of a community of neighbors who
served and supported each other. He enrolled in a FOCUS
professional development course for men, which became a strong
foundation for his personal and professional growth.

Slowly, Tony’s entire philosophy changed and he found himself being
the volunteer, taking care of others.

“I now see that | am part of a community of neighbors,”
Tony said, “And this community has knocked me out
of the frame of mind that ‘I am my own God’, but am
instead part of something much bigger than myself.”

When he's not at the FOCUS
Center, Tony, a veteran,

serves on the Veteran Affairs
Community Advisory Board
for the St. Louis VA Center.
Between his work at FOCUS
and his service for the VA,
Tony is thankful for the
opportunity to share
kindness he himself has
received. He believes it is this
work that keeps him focused
on what is important and not
on the many temptations that
caused him to stumble as a young
man.
